school board, mayor, or city council. Invite chartered organizations, supporters, police, fire and rescue personnel, and
government officials to participate.

Have dens create birthday cards or handicraft items to display in store windows, school trophy cases, etc.
Conduct unit family events such as blue and gold banquets, courts of honor, parents’ nights, alumni recognitions, etc.
Plant a tree in honor of the anniversary.

This will also provide Webelos Scouts with an opportunity to
work with the troop they will be moving into.
